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' Trvalo udrzatelny rozvoj a Miestna Agenda 21

Do nového milénia vstupuje casopis Zivotné prostredie symbolicky s témou,
ktora ma oslovit nielen sirokii odbornti verejnost, ale aj samospravy obci a miest.
Praktické uplatinovanie koncepcie trvalo udrzatelného rozvoja na miestnejurovni
nadobuda na Slovensku na vyzname aj z hladiska pripravovanej reformy verejnej
spravy. Zvysenie kompetencii obci a miest, ktoré reforma prinesie, si vyziada zme-
nu myslenia a pristupov, posilnenie aktivity zdola, otvorenie priestoru a vytvore-
nie podmienok obcanom, aby sa mohli aktivizovat pri rieseni svojich problémov.

Miestna Agenda 21 sa prvy raz spomina v kapitole 28 Agendy 21, dokumentu
OSN, ktory bol prijaty na Summite Zeme v Riu de Janeiro v jtini 1992. Je to proces,
v ktorom samospravy obci, miest a regionov v partnerskejspolupraci so vietkymi
obcanmi, ob&ianskymi, mladeznickymi i cirkevnymi zdruzeniami a podnikatelmi
vytvaraju akény plan, ktorého cielom je zlepSovanie vzajomnej spoluprace a integ-
rovanie koncepcietrvalejudrzatelnosti do rozvojovych projektov, planov a progra-
mov na zlepsenie Zivota v obci. Znamena aj zvySovanie environmentalneho
povedomia a vzdelavania, zvySovanie zodpovednosti obéanov za prostredie svoj-
ho sidla a obklopujticej ho krajiny. V neposlednom rade je dolezité zainteresovat
ob¢anov na vyuZivani socidlnej kontroly kvality zivota prostrednictvom ukazova-
tefov kvality Zivota, a tak predbezne hodnotif, ¢i sa prijaté opatrenia realizuji a aka
je ich uspesnost.

V medzinarodnom meradle vstipilo uz niekolkotisic obci, miest a regionov do
tohto procesu. Aj na Slovensku mame pozitivne priklady samosprav, ktoré pocho-
pili délezitost tychto novych myslienok a iniciativne sa zapojili do presadzovania
principov trvalo udrzatelného rozvoja. Zatial st to najméa obce a mikroregiony,
niekolko prikladov je z miest a regiénov. Vyznamnui dlohu v tomto snaZeni zohra-
vaajProgramobnovy dediny, ktory sa na Slovenskuzacal rozvijaf od r. 1991. V éisle
uvadzame pripadové stidie, ktoré sa realizovali v rdmd vyznamnych projektov:
Podpora trvalo udrzateIného rozvoja v Slovenskej republike (1999-2001), Trvalo
udrzateIné mesta/regiony na Slovensku (1997-2000) a Phare LIEN & Partnership
mikroprojekty (1999-2000).

V Agende21 sa uvadza, Ze prave samospravy maju kli¢oviiulohu v uplatiiovani
koncepcie trvalo udrzateIného rozvoja. Sme presvedceni, Ze prispevky, ktoré pre-
zentuju pozitivne priklady slovenskych obci, miest a mikroregionov, ale aj zahra-
nicné skusenosti a porovnania rozvojovych trendov Slovenska s inymi krajinami,
oslovia a povzbudia aj dalsie samospravy k priprave Miestnej Agendy 21, a tym
uvedu do Zivota déleziti vyzvu “Muysli globdlne, konaj lokdlne”.
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Sustainable development and the Local Agenda 21

The journal Zivotné prostredieentersinto the new millennium with a theme that
is to address not only the specialised public but also the self-governments of muni-
cipalities and towns. In Slovakia the importance of practical application of the
conception of sustainable development on local level increases also in the light of
the prepared public administration reform. The increase of competencies of muni-
cipalities and towns the reform will bring needs a change in thinking and ap-
proaches, intensification of people’s activities, opening of the space and creation
of conditions for citizens that they can take part more intensively in the solution of
their own problems.

At the first time the Local Agenda 21 has been mentioned in Chapter 28 of
Agenda 21 (document of UNO accepted on the Earth’s Summit in Rio de Janeiro
in June 1992). Itis a process in which the self-governmentsof municipalities, towns
and regions create an action plan in partnership with the all citizens, public, youth
and clerical organisationsand businessmen. Its aim is to improve the quality of co-
operation, activity of self-governmentand integration of the sustainability concep-
tion to the local developmental projects, plans and programmes. It also means an
improvementof environmental consciousnessand education, enhancementof local
people responsibility for environment in the settlement and in the surrounding
landscape. At last, but not at least the involvement of inhabitants in monitoring
of settlement quality is important through the indicators of quality of living that
serves to continuousevaluation of accepted measures. realisationand effectiveness.

In international context some thousands of municipalities, towns and regions
enter into this process. Also in Slovakia we have positive examples of self-govern-
ments which have understood the importance of these new thoughts and initially
have joined the process of implementation of the sustainable development princi-
ples. Up to now they are mainly the municipalitiesand microregions, some exam-
ples are from towns and regions. Also the Programmeof village revitalisation plays
animportantrolein this effort the realisation of which started in 1991. The presented
issue includes case studies realised within the frame of significant projects: Support
to sustainable development in the Slovak Republic (1999-2000), Sustainable
towns/regions in Slovakia (1997-2000) and Phare LIEN & Partnership micropro-
jects (1999-2000).

Agenda 21 mentions that just the self-governments play a key role in applying
the conception of sustainable development. We are sure, that the contributions
presenting positive examples of Slovak villages, towns and microregions, as well
as foreign experiences and comparisons of developmental trends in Slovakia with
other countries, address and stimulate further self-governments to prepare the
Local Agenda 21 and so they have the important call “Think globally, act locally”
came into force. :
