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Obyvatelné mesto

Pojem obyvatelné mesto je zdanlivo uplne jasny. Byvanie bezne stotoziujeme
s uzivanim bytu. V skutocnosti ide o cely rad vztahov obyvatelov k miestu, kde stabil-
ne Ziju. Byvanie sa neodohrava len za dverami bytu, na obsahu pojmu sa podiela celé
prostredie mesta. Sloveso byvat je vo viacerych jazykoch odvodené od slovesa byt.
Byvanie je komplexna koexistencia s prostredim.

Obyvatelnost mesta stvisi historicky v prvom rade s bezpe¢nostou. Pocit so-
cidlnej a sikromnej bezpecnosti a pohody ostal zakladnym dévodom, preco ludia
majud radi mesta. V tomto roku zije v mestach polovica svetovej populdcie, do
r. 2050 to bude okolo 70 %. Rast mestskej populdcie sa v podstate odohrava dvoja-
ko, mesta jednak ,nasdvaju” obyvatelov z okolia, na druhej strane vidiecke oby-
vatelstvo vytvara tlak na mesto spojeny s roznymi ocakavaniami.

Ak nechame bokom problém identifikdcie obyvatelov s ich mestom a vinimanie
dobrého obrazu mesta, ostane cely rad pevnych faktorov zabezpecujucich obyva-
teInost. Kvalita infrastruktiry je asi na prvom mieste. Tok energie, doprava, mest-
sky metabolizmus su zdkladniou, z ktorej vyrasta viditelna, architektonizovana ,oby-
vatelnost”. Samotné objekty na byvanie sd, samozrejme, podstatné, aj prvoplano-
vo najprepracovanejsie. Infrastruktira je krehkd a zranitelna. Pre obyvatelov je
optimalne, ked' ju nevnimaju ako problém, pripadne ju nevnimaji vobec.

Mesto je najkomplexnejsia demonstracia civilizacie a kultdry. Dost dlho sme
sa dopustali chyby, Ze sme udrzatelnost tohto supersystému spajali len so social-
nou, ekonomickou a environmentdalnou stabilitou. Obyvatelné mesto musi byt
stabilné a udrzatelné aj kultirne. Udrzatelnost kultiry mesta potrebuje kultiru
udrzatelnosti jeho obyvatelov. Uzitocné a argumentacne prijemnejsie je, ak
z rozmyslania vynechdme pojem ,kriza”. Potrebujeme udrzat sposob Zivota, kva-
litu zivota. Mesto pontika v tomto smere nevycerpateIné moznosti.

Systém clovek-dom-mesto uz zac¢ina byt produktom iného programovania, ako
sme poznali eSte v 20. storoc¢i. Energetické bilancie budu zac¢inat kalkulovanim
disponibilnych ,darov” prostredia, pokracovat kalkulovanim energetickych re-
cykldcii vnutri systému a len zvyskové deficity sa budu dopliat ,vyrabanou” ener-
giou. To vSetko v danom kultirnom a stabilizovanom environmentalnom kontex-
te. Celosvetova iniciativa solarnych miest s viacerymi realizaciami je dovodom na
asponi umierneny optimizmus. Clovek sa bude musiet vzdat viacerych ciastko-
vych slob6d, v nizkoenergetickych, pasivnych ¢i nulovych domoch a bytoch tre-
ba prijat in€, Specifické Zivotné scenare. Udrzatelny zivotny styl sa bude transfor-
movat na zivotny Styl udrzatelnosti.

Urban sprawl — nekontrolované rozlievanie mesta do monokultirnych obyt-
nych periférii - rozrieduje povodnu mestskost, mesto sa stava administrativnym
a nie priestorovo kompaktnym, kultirne komplexnym fenoménom.

Velkou vyzvou sticasného urbanizmu a tizemného planu je vnutromestsky
priestor. Jednou polaritou je ,globdlne city” s extrémnou hustotou obyvatelov
i budov, druhou moznostou je romantické zotrvavanie na Struktire mesta 19. sto-
rocia. U nas, zial, prepukla skor dobrodruzna investorska euféria. Mesto ako in-
Stitdcia sa s prekvapenim prizera a nemad realnu moc proces ani primerane regu-
lovat. Rany a jazvy zaceli cas a sila zvyku.

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Habitable Town

The term of habitable town is illusory clear. Dwelling is usually identified
with using of flats. There are many relationships of inhabitants to the places
they live in. Dwelling is not performed behind the flat doors, the whole town
participates in the content of this notion. In many languages the verb to dwell is
derived from the verb to be. Dwelling is a complex coexistence with the envi-
ronment.

Habitableness of the town is historically connected mainly with the problem of
safety. The feeling of social and private safety and contentment is the basic reason
why people like the towns. In this year half of the world population live in towns,
up to 2050 it will be cca 70 %. Growth of town population appears in two different
ways, towns ,absorb” inhabitants from the surroundings, on the other side rural
people evolve pressure on towns connected with different expectations.

Leaving aside the problem of inhabitants identification with their own town
and perception of its good picture there are many fixed factors ensuring the habi-
tableness. The infrastructure quality is on the first place. Energy flow, traffic, ur-
ban metabolism are the basis of visible, architectonized ,habitableness”. Of cour-
se the dwelling objects are significant, also the best elaborated in primary plans.
Infrastructure is brittle and vulnerable. The optimum for inhabitants is if they do
not perceive it as a problem or they do not perceive it at all.

Town is the most complex demonstration of civilization and culture. We made
mistakes for a long time, when sustainability of this supersystem we connected
only with social, economical and environmental stability. Habitable town ought
to be also culturally stable and sustainable. Sustainability of culture of town
needs the culture of sustainability of its inhabitants. Useful and more pleasant is
if we cut out the term ,crisis” from our thoughts. We need to sustain the mood
and quality of life. In this sense town offers many unexhaustable possibilities.

The system man-house-town begins to be the product of different program-
ming as we know in the 20* century. Energetical balances will start with calculation
of disponibile ,gifts” of the environment, continue with calculation of energetical
recyclations inside the system and only the remnant deficits will be completed by
»produced” energy in the given cultural and stabilized environmental context. The
world-wide initiative of solar towns with various realizations is the reason for mo-
derate optimism. Man ought to give up more partial liberties, in low-energetic, pas-
sive or zero houses and flats it is necessary to accept special life scenarios. Sustai-
nable life style will be transformed into the life style of sustainability.

Urban sprawl — uncontrolled dispersion of towns into monocultural dwelling
peripheries - it dilutes original urbanity, town becomes an administrative and not
a spatially compact, culturally complex phenomenon.

The space inside the town is a great challange of the present urbanism and
land-use plan. On the one hand it is the ,global city” with extreme density of
people and buildings, another possibility is to romantically remain in the structu-
re of town in the 19" century. In our country, unfortunately, adventurous in-
vestment euphory was outbroken. Town as an institution wonderingly looks at it
and it has no real power to regulate it. Time and force of habit will cure wounds
and scars.
