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Veda v Dunajskej stratégii

Eurdpska tnia od roku 2008 zacala dspesne rozvijat makroregionalne
stratégie ako jednu z novych foriem jej teritoridlnej spoluprace. Po tispesnej
aplikacii Baltickej stratégie bola prijata aj Dunajska stratégia. Eurépska
komisia schvdlila Stratégiu Eurdpskej unie pre podunajsku oblast 8.
decembra 2010 a dna 24. juna 2011 schvdlila stratégiu aj Eurépska rada.
Dunajska stratégia predstavuje horizontdlnu stratégiu rieSend v rdmci
agendy DG REGIO (Directorate-General for Regional Policy). Jej hlavhym
cielom je podpora spolocnej zodpovednosti krajin dunajského regionu
za jeho ekonomicky a spolocensky rozvoj, ako i za ochranu vzdcneho
prirodného a kultirneho dedic¢stva. Koordinovany pristup k rozvoju re-
gionu zabezpeci nielen raciondlnej$ie vyuzivanie zdrojov a potencidlov
lzemia, ale aj efektivnejsie rieSenie problémov daného regionu. V jed-
notlivych krajinach boli zriadené narodné koordinujtuce a riadiace organy
implementdcie Dunajskej stratégie, ktorej narodnym koordindtorom na
Slovensku je Urad vlady SR. Jeho hlavnou tlohou je presadzovanie cielov
narodnej pozicie SR v rdmci procesu tvorby, schvalovania a implementacie
Dunajskej stratégie.

Dunajska stratégia je postavena na Styroch zakladnych pilieroch
- prepojenie dunajského regionu, ochrana Zivotného prostredia, rozvoj
prosperity a posilfiovanie dunajského regionu. Kazdy z pilierov zahfna
prioritné oblasti, resp. oblasti opatreni. Jednotlivé prioritné oblasti su
koordinované vybranymi krajinami. Slovensko bolo v spolupraci s Madar-
skom urcené za koordindtora prioritnej oblasti ¢. 4 Obnovit a udrzat kvalitu
v0d a v spolupraci so Srbskom prioritnej oblasti ¢. 7 Rozvijat’ znalostnii
spolocnost prostrednictvom vyskumu, vzdeldvania a informacnych technologii.
Uznesenim vlady SR ¢. 229/2011 bolo rozhodnuté, ze vykon koordinatora
prioritnej oblasti ¢. 4 bude na Slovensku vykondvat Ministerstvo Zivotného
prostredia SR a vykon funkcie koordinatora prioritnej oblasti ¢. 7 Sloven-
ska akadémia vied. Neskor koordindciu prioritnej oblasti ¢. 7 prevzalo
Ministerstvo Skolstva, vedy, vyskumu a $portu SR.

I napriek tomu, Ze implementdcii Dunajskej stratégie sa venuje
znacna pozornost nielen na politickej, ale aj odbornej urovni, v re-
alnej praxi nevidno vyraznejsie pokroky. Jednou z pri¢in mo6zu byt
aj zdkladné zasady, na ktorych je Dunajska stratégia postavena, a to:
ziadne nové peniaze, ziadna nova legislativa a ziadne nové institudcie.
Ak chceme zachovat unikdtne hodnoty krajiny, musime urychlene
prejst od politickych a odbornych rokovani ku konkrétnym cinom,
k rieSeniu spoloénych projektov zameranych na aktudlne problémy
dunajského regionu.

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Science in the Danube Strategy

European Union has been successfully elaborating the macro-regio-
nal strategies as one of the new forms of its territorial cooperation since
2008. Successful application of the Baltic Sea Strategy was followed by
approval of the Danube Strategy. The European Commission approved the
EU Strategy for the Danube Region on 8. 12. 2010, European Council on
24. June 2011. The Danube Strategy represents horizontal strategy solved
within the DG REGIO agenda.

Its main purpose is to support common responsibility of the countries
within Danube Region for its economical and social development as well as
for protection of valuable natural and cultural heritage. A coordinated appro-
ach to regional development supports not only more rational use of regional
resources and potentials, but also more effective solutions of various regional
problems. To implement the Danube Strategy in the individual countries,
national coordinating and managing bodies were established. In Slovakia,
national coordinator is represented by the Government Office of the Slovak
Republic. Its main task is to enforce interests of the SR within the process of
elaboration, approval and implementation of the Danube Strategy.

The Danube Strategy is based on the four basic pillars — Connecting
the Danube Region, interconnection of the Danube Region, Protecting
the Environment in the Danube Region, Building Prosperity in the Danu-
be Region and Strengthening the Danube Region. Every pillar includes
priority areas. Individual priority areas are coordinated by the particular
countries. Slovakia in cooperation with Hungary was assigned to co-
ordinate priority area No. 4 To restore and maintain the quality of waters
and, with Serbia, priority area 7 To develop the knowledge society (research,
education and ICT).

It was decided by the Government Decree of the Slovak Republic No
229/2011that priority area 4 will be coordinated by the Ministry of Envi-
ronment of the Slovak Republic while priority area 7 by Slovak Academy
of Sciences. This was later delegated to The Ministry of Education, Science,
Research and Sport of the Slovak Republic.

Despite the considerable attention paid to the Danube Strategy im-
plementation both on political and expert level, there is no evident im-
provement in the real practice. One of the reasons may lies in the basic
rules the Danube Strategy is based on: no new money, no new legislation
and no new institutes. To preserve unique landscape values, we have
quickly to switch political and specialistic discussions to the real acts
- to the solving of common projects focused on the actual problems of
the Danube Region.
