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Stromy a ¢lovek

Stromy doprovézeji lidskou spolec¢nost po tisice let. Clovék sice postupné osidlil a
zabydlel i nehostinna pusta mista, kde stromy nerostou, ale krajina bez stromti je vzdy
néjak ochuzena.

Stromy diky své dlouhovékosti a schopnosti dortist do mimofadnych rozmeért
clovéka vzdy okouzlovaly. Obdiv ke stromiim vedl az k jejich zboznéni a uctivani. A
i kdyz se oprostime od emocionalniho vnimani, ziistava strom mimoradnym a po-
zoruhodnym vytvorem prirody. Les je nejvice strukturovanym a nejbohatsim sucho-
Vyznamnou slozkou krajiny jsou nejenom lesy, ale i stromy rostouci mimo les, at uz
jako doprovod staveb v lidskych sidlech nebo ve volné krajiné. Jejich vyznam je pfi-
tom daleko vétsi, nez odpovida pouhému plosnému zastoupeni. Stromy vynikajici
svym vzriistem, stafim, kulturné historickym vyznamem jsou v fadé zemi povazo-
vany za prirodni, historické nebo i kulturni dédictvi, jsou vyhlasovany za pamatné a
dtisledné chranény. Neméné dulezita je ochrana veskeré zelené stromti a dfevin, ktera
utvari charakteristicky raz kulturni krajiny a formuje Zivotni prostredi ¢clovéka.

Stromové formy reprezentuju Siroktt skalu: tvoria listnaté — ihlicnaté formy, opa-
davé —neopadavé, zakrpatené — gigantické... Kazdy druh sa viaZe na urcité podnebné
pasmo, v ktorom dalej preferuje Specialne naroky na podu, vodu, svetlo a teplo. Z toh-
to sirokého diapazénu vyplyva ich velka druhova diverzita, velky ekologicky a kraji-
notvorny vyznam a tiez aj ich vysoka vyuzitelnost pre cloveka. Bohata vntitrodruho-
va premenlivost drevin je vyuZzivana v selekcii a Slachteni kultrnych foriem hlavne
pre ovocné sady a tvorbu parkov a vegetacnych struktir v urbanizovanom prostredi.

Lesy pokryvajti na tizemi Slovenska viac ako 41 % a v Cesku 34 % z rozlohy $ta-
tu. V minulosti pokryvali takmer celé tizemie. Postupne sa stromy stali ,, prekazkou”
rozvoja ludskej spolocnosti. Doslo k ich kl¢ovaniu a vytvaraniu novej podoby krajiny.
Tieto trendy spdsobili, Ze na prelome 19. - 20. storocia bola lesnatost tizemia Slovenska
len zhruba 28 % z celkovej rozlohy. TaZisko odlesnenych pléch bolo vyuzZivané polno-
hospodarsky na zabezpecenie vyzivy obyvatel'stva pomocou vtedajsich extenzivnych
poInohospodarskych technolégii. Vymera lesa sa neskor zvysila v dosledku roznych
spoloc¢ensko-hospodarskych zmien. Stromy st pamétou priebehu a zmien klimy, ale
aj zataze prostredia cudzorodymi a nestandardnymi latkami. Register tychto tidajov
tvoria letokruhy. Strom reaguje na limity prostredia, v skalnych strbinach ma zakr-
pateny rast, co bolo inSpiraciou pestovania bonsaj v azijskej zahradnej kulttre. Strom
svojim rytmom rastu a reprodukciou upozornuje cloveka na rocné obdobia. Strom ma
svoje biopole, neviditelny energeticky obal, prostrednictvom ktorého komunikuje so
susednymi stromami a organizmami. Strom produkuje plody na nase stoly, vytvara
teplo domova, ale aj chladny tient v zahradach a parkoch. Strom je v porovnani s Iud-
skym Zzivotom odolnejsi a preZzije viac ako 10 jeho generacii. Tieto a dalsie dovody
motivuju cloveka k jeho uctievaniu. Stromami formoval prekrasne zahrady, ale aj roz-
siahle komponované krajiny, ktoré st tvorivym produktom a dedi¢stvom kulttrnych
a estetickych hodnot Tudskej generécie. Clovek v rytme modernej doby obcas zabti-
da na tzitky stromov. Zaén nam chybat, az ked' sa ich bezd6évodne zbavime. To je
odkaz na zamyslenie pre vSetkych, ktori majt stromy v Ucte, ale aj pre tych, ktorym
prekazaju.

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Trees and Man

Trees accompany human society for thousands of years. Although man gradually
colonized and settled inhospitable desolated treeless places, the landscape without
trees is always somehow impoverished. And people usually are well aware of it. For
example, a great desire and literally pertinacity of Icelanders is that they are trying to
grow trees on their harsh island without trees. And they tremendously appreciate one
birch little forest, which is in fact a stand of twisted birch trees rather than real forest.

Trees due to its longevity and ability to grow into extraordinary proportions have
always fascinated people. Admiration for the trees led to their deification and wor-
ship. And even if we disregard the emotional perception, the tree remains extraordi-
nary and remarkable creation of nature. The forest is the most structured and richest
terrestrial ecosystem, the tree is the largest and most complex plant organism. Not
only forests are an important component of the landscape, but also trees growing out-
side the forests, whether as an accompanist of buildings in settlements or in the open
landscape. Their significance is far greater than their area indicates. Trees outstanding
for their height, age, cultural and historical importance in a number of countries are
considered to be natural, historical or cultural heritage and are declared as memorable
and are strictly protected. Equally important is the protection of all the green made of
trees and woody plants that shapes the distinctive character of the cultural landscape
and forms the human environment.

Trees include a wide range of forms: deciduous and coniferous, deciduous and ev-
ergreen, dwarfed and giant... Each species is tied with certain climatic zone in which,
furthermore, prefers special demands on soil, water, light and temperature. From this
all results their high diversity, high environmental and landscape significance and
also their high applicability to people. High intra-species variability of trees is used
in the selection and breeding of cultural forms primarily for orchards and creation of
parks and vegetation structures in urbanized areas.

Forests cover in Slovakia more than 41% and in Czechia 34% of the area. In the
past, they covered almost the entire territory. Gradually trees became “obstacles” to
the development of human society. They have been uprooted and new forms of the
landscape have appeared. At the turn of the 19th to 20th century, the forests covered
only about 28% of Slovakia. The most of deforested landscape was used agriculturally
to provide food for the population using the period extensive farming technologies. A
number of trends of the past, e.g. introducing of non-native tree species, are critically
reviewed. Trees are memory of climate history and changes, but also of environmen-
tal load by xenobiotics and non-standard substances. The growth rings represent a
register of these data. The tree reacts to the limits of the environment, e. g. it has sup-
pressed growth in rocky crevices, what was the inspiration for bonsai cultivation in
the Asian garden culture. Tree with its rhythm of growth and reproduction remind a
man of season. The tree has its biofield, invisible energy cover through which commu-
nicates with neighboring trees and organisms. The tree produces fruit for our tables,
creates warmth but also cool shade in the gardens and parks. The tree is compared to
human life more durable and may survive for more than 10 of his generations. These
and other reasons motivate a man to worship it. He formed by trees the lovely gar-
dens, but also large composed landscapes that are a creative product and heritage of
cultural and aesthetic values of human generations. People in the rhythm of modern
times sometimes forget the benefits of trees. We will miss them when we unreason-
ably get rid of them. This is the message for consideration for all those who cherish
trees, but also for those who not.
