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Globalne megatrendy

V eurdpskom priestore sa zvysuje globalna sutaz o zdroje, a zaroven sa pre-
javuja dosledky globalnych javov, akymi st tbytok biodiverzity, zmena klimy,
ekologickych podmienok, degradacia a vycerpavanie prirodnych zdrojov a pod. V
doésledku tohto vyvoja je a bude ekologicka, ekonomicka a socialna situacia Eurépy,
a teda aj Slovenska, v nadchadzajticich desatrociach vyrazne ovplyvnena globaliza-
ciou a r6znymi globalnym javmi.

Europska environmentalna agenttra identifikovala jedenast zakladnych megat-
rendov, ktoré predstavujui zasadné vyzvy pre Eurdpsku niu a jej clenské stéty. Si-
tuacia v jednotlivych krajinach Eur6pskej tnie vykazuje znacnt rozmanitost. Staty
maja velmi rozdielny prirodny, socialny a ekonomicky kontext, intt histériu vyuzi-
vania dostupnych prirodnych zdrojov a int strukttru ekonomiky. Z tohto hladiska
sltzia globalne megatrendy, definované Eurépskou environmentalnou agenttirou,
ako spoloény menovatel pre Uniu, ale zaroveri predstavuju urcity rémec, ako ich
analyzovat na narodnej trovni. Dlhodobym cielom Eurdpy vratane Slovenska je
zastavit degradaciu prirody, biodiverzity, ekosystémov a ekosystémovych sluzieb
a zabezpecit ich obnovu. Eurdpska tinia chce do roku 2020 zabezpecit obnovu 15 %
ekosystémov. Podobne je potrebné zamedzit pokracovaniu znehodnocovania pri-
rodnych zdrojov, ktoré predstavuji ekologické podmienky nielen na rozvoj ekosys-
témov, ale aj zivotné podmienky pre cloveka samého. Teda ak chceme zabezpecit
trvalo udrzatelny rozvoj jednotlivych krajinnych celkov, musime nalezit(i pozor-
nost venovat aj vyskumu globalnych megatrendov a ich dopadom na krajinu a jej
zlozky.

Toto ¢islo zivotného prostredia je zamerané na hodnotenie zakladnych global-
nych megatrendov, ako boli definované Eurépskou environmentalnou agenttrou.
Prispevky sa sustreduju na hodnotenie dopadov globalnych megatrendov rele-
vantnych pre tizemie Slovenska, predovsetkym ide o hodnotenie ich dopadov na
krajinu, jej zdroje a ekosystémy, ale aj o hodnotenie dopadov spojenych so zme-
nou klimy. Zaroven sa predstavuji mozné adaptacné opatrenia na eliminaciu, prip.
zmiernenie tychto dopadov na krajinu a jej zlozky.
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Global megatrends

Global competition for resources is increasing throughout Europe and the
following effects of global phenomena are now manifested; the loss of biodi-
versity, climate and environment changes and the degradation and depletion of
natural resources. As a result of these developments, the ecological, economic
and social situation in Europe, and therefore in Slovakia, will continue to be
significantly influenced in the coming decades by increased globalisation and
associated phenomena.

The European Environment Agency has identified eleven basic megatrends
which present crucial challenges for the European Union and its member states.
The situation in European Union countries is considerably diverse, because in-
dividual states have very different natural, social and economic backgrounds,
and different economic structures and histories of exploiting natural resources.
Although the global megatrends defined by the European Environment Agency
are common for the entire Union, they also provide an analytic framework at the
national level. Here, Europe and Slovakia share the long-term goals of halting
the degradation of nature, biodiversity, ecosystems and ecosystem services; and
the European Union therefore plans the recovery of 15 % of ecosystems by 2020.

The plan stresses the necessity to limit the continued depreciation of natural
resources essential for the development of both ecosystems and human living
conditions. It is also imperative to adequately research global megatrends and
their impact on the landscape and its components in order to sustain individual
landscapes.

This journal issue therefore focuses on assessment of the basic global meg-
atrends defined by the European Environment Agency, and the contributions
herein assess impacts relevant to Slovakia. The journal articles introduce the
global megatrend effects on landscapes and their resources and ecosystems, and
they investigate those associated with climate change. Most importantly, this
edition presents adaptation measures for mitigation and elimination of meg-
atrend issues on the landscape and its components.
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
